WINTER SCHOOL RULES 

 
Registrations:  Registrations are on a first-come-first-serve basis.  Payment of all fees must be received prior to 

registration processing. Skaters wishing to be MFSC members must pay the $60.00 membership fee and the $30.00 Skate 

Canada + Insurance fee. 

Drop-in Skaters:  If there is room on the session drop-ins are welcome.  Member drop-in fee – $10/hour.  Associate and 

Non-Members drop-in fee – $12/hour. 

Make-up Ice:  Skaters may make up for missed sessions only on sessions not yet full.  Check with the Club Facilitator for 

make-up ice.  Missed sessions are not refunded. 

Guest Coaches:  Guest coaches are welcome – please email us for approval prior to attending our ice. 

Schedule/Location Changes:  Changes will be posted at the rink(s) and on the website. 

Test Days:  Some sessions of Winter School may be used for testing purposes.  These ice times are not refunded. 

Refunds:  No refunds are issued after September 11/07 except at the discretion of the Club.  A $25 administration fee is 

deducted off any refunds.   

Fundraising:  The Mayfield FSC feels that our Club will be more successful if everyone helps out. ñMany hands make 

light workò.  Each member registration must include a fundraising cheque of $100 per family (non-members do not 

have this cheque).  This cheque will be returned in March 2008 if a family member completes two of our volunteer 

shifts.  Please look for the chart of shifts posted in the office and put your name and phone number beside the shifts of 

your choice.  If the family chooses not to participate, the club will keep the cheque in lieu.

SKATING PACKAGES’ NOTES 
 

 
1. Package fees include all off-ice classes and MFSC club membership.   

2. Off-ice times are subject to change.  Any changes will be posted on the website. 

3. Off-ice classes are mandatory for ALL JUNIOR, INTERMEDIATE and SENIOR SKATERS.  Please bring a 

skipping rope, proper runners and proper clothing to your off-ice classes.  Mats will be provided. 

4. MFSC club membership is available only to skaters registered for a minimum Junior two-days/week package or 

Intermediate/Senior three-days/week package. 

5. MFSC will cover any test fees above the Skate Canada test fees for all MFSC club members only. 

6. MFSC covers ALL competition travel expenses for all MFSC club coaches. 

7. MFSC will pay up to $50.00 per year per MFSC club member skater for competition entry fees.  Please ask your 

coach upon registering for competition. 

8. MFSC reserves the right to cancel or change portions of its programs and/or schedules where necessary. 

 
PARENT & SKATER INFORMATION 

 
¶ There are two stores in Edmonton that we recommend to purchase equipment from: 

1. United Cycle (103 Street and 78 Avenue) 2.  Professional Skate Service (91 Street and 51 Avenue) 

¶ Only have skates sharpened at Pro-Skate or United Cycle. 

¶ Take care of your equipment.  Please wear your hard skate guards when walking to and from the ice.  However, take 

them off when storing your skates in your bag.  Leaving them on will cause RUST which ruins your blades!!! 

¶ All skaters must wear proper skating attire during their on ice and off ice programs as it is important for the 

development of the skaters that coaches and instructors are able to see their bodies (arms, legs, hips and back).  Baggy 

track suits, jeans, shorts, hooded jackets, sweatshirts or winter jackets are NOT allowed.  Girls must wear 

proper skating attire consisting of a body suit, skating skirt, skating dress and skating tights.  Tight leggings maybe 

worn, however they must be tight fitting on the legs, hips, and allow for movement.  Boys must wear proper skating 

attire consisting of track pants, warm fleece/sweat shirt.  Dress in layers, turtlenecks and sweaters are more than 

enough warmth for all levels of skaters. You will only get cold if you are standing around… KEEP SKATING to 

keep warm. 

¶ Hair must be pinned back from the face and all big dangly jewelry must be removed. 

¶ Please pack healthy snacks to help the skaters understand what it means to be an athlete. NO JUNK FOOD. All 

coaches will enforce this rule. Skaters may only have snack breaks during floods. 

¶ Parents are welcome to watch all of the on-ice and off-ice sessions.  However, please watch from the stands or the 

viewing area and NOT down at the boards.  By doing this you are insuring more productive sessions for both the 

skaters and coaches due to less distractions.
